Unfortunately, many were not able to come because of sickness, but it was good to
see everyone that we could. We are now preparing to begin traveling to many other supporting
churches, so we are taking advantage of the time we have to spend time with our family.

As we prepare to ramp up our furlough travels, we are so thankful for those who have prayed for us
and supported us over the years. Our desire is to be a blessing and to encourage each one. We also
understand that as we travel further north, we may see snow and icy roads.
