Herein is our monthly report on our missionary 

activities for the month of March.  

Our month has been characterized by seasonal winds and dust storms. 

The dust storms that we experience in El Paso can be similar to those 

we experienced in Iraq. The consequence of such weather is that it 

hinders our ability to get out consistently in our outreach efforts. 

However, we do have enough clear weather to get out when possible.  

This month we were enabled by Christ to achieve the following:  

• Over 500 gospel tracts/church invitations were placed on 

people’s doors in our saturation evangelism efforts.  

 

• We made over 40 face-to-face contacts as a result of our 

door-to-door visitation.  

 

• We were able to present or attempt to present the gospel to at 

least 10 of those face-to-face contacts.  

 

• I made my first pastoral hospital visit to check on one our 

faithful attendees who got in a motorcycle accident.  

 

• Our live radio broadcast is now being rebroadcast on Sundays 

at midnight. So we praise the Lord for this second time slot 

for the radio broadcast to reach people with the gospel.
